Money Preparation for the academic year

1. Keep all financial records in an orderly fashion: bank statements, card transactions, bills etc.
2. Keep a track of spending and compare it with income. Use budgeting sheets/wall-charts to keep your finances under scrutiny and control (these can be obtained at the Advice Centre or on the website.
3. Make a conscious decision to budget (i.e. Write down all your income from all sources. Write down all your outgoings (spending). Look at the difference between the two figures. If your spending exceeds your income, then either cut spending or find ways of increasing income (e.g. part-time work).
