Rules
· The competition is open to anyone who is a registered student at Sheffield Hallam University.
· Poems for the Poetry Competition may be on any subject.
· Only one poem may be submitted by each applicant. 
· Entries will only be accepted when accompanied by an entry form (forms may be photocopied).
· Poems must not exceed 40 lines (not including title). 
· Entries must be in English. 
· Poems must not have been previously published, self-published or published on a website or broadcast before 24 February 2012. 
· Each poem must be given a title. 
· All poems are judged anonymously and the name of the poet must not appear on the manuscript. 
· Poems must be the original work of the author. 
· Unfortunately competition entries cannot be returned. 
· Alterations cannot be made to poems after they have been submitted. 
· Poems may be typed in single or double spacing but should not fill more than one side of A4.
· Do not use staples on your manuscripts.
· The closing date of the competition is 24 February 2012.
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· We will try to personally notify all winners and commended poets on or by 16 March 2012.

· 3rd - £40 Waterstone's voucher
· The winning poems will appear on the walls at the Adsetts and Collegiate Learning Centres.
